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BACKGROUND

The National Park Service (NPS) has moved from Access 97 to Access 2002 (XP) as the standard for desktop database applications.  In order to provide flexibility to users of its database applications in migrating to Access 2002, the service-wide I&M Office will be supporting both Access 97 and Access 2002 copies of each application until a transition can be made next year to Access 2002.

This document applies only to the NPSpecies desktop database application.  The other service-wide I&M desktop database application developers will release individual guidance on each of their applications.

INSTRUCTIONS

· The NPSpecies Access 2002 application is designed to run with the same appearance and features as the NPSpecies Access 97 application

· The NPSpecies Access 2002 application/user-interface file (NPSpp.mdb) is designed to work with the same Access 97 data files that the NPSpecies Access 97 application/user-interface file uses

· DO NOT convert the data files (working data file, standard classification taxonomic module, parks module, or T&E Status module) from their Access 97 format

· Using Access 97 data files allows the files to be shared between users of both versions of the NPSpecies desktop application

· If you try to start the NPSpecies Access 2002 application/user-interface with Access 97, you will receive an error message that says the file has an “Unrecognized database format”

· Users who have Access 97 and Access 2002 installed may see this message if you last used Access 97 and then tried to start the NPSpecies Access 2002 application/user-interface – you will need to start Access 2002 and then open the NPSpecies Access 2002 application/user-interface
