Natural Resource Data Management Workshop

May 13 – May 17, 2002

The I&M Program and Natural Resource Information Division are sponsoring a data management training course in Fort Collins that focuses on good data management practices in the context of existing natural resource and NPS information systems and databases.  The workshop emphasizes access to and utility of data and information resources as well as basic and applied database, GIS, metadata, and document management training.  The workshop includes hands-on exercises with Synthesis, a variety of GIS data and GIS Theme Manager, NPSpecies, Dataset Catalog, metadata, NPBib, and NR web resources.

COURSE OBJECTIVE:
Provide Resource Managers and Technicians with an introduction to database and GIS theory and computer-based, hands-on experience with the use of current desktop and web-based Natural Resource information management tools.  Student exercises will focus on understanding and applications of natural resource inventory data (base cartography, bibliographies, geology, soil, and vegetation), document collections, metadata, Synthesis, and web resources.

Resource and Data Managers and Technicians and other NPS staff and cooperators who are actively developing or managing data and information in a Land or Resource Management environment that are interested in learning about and using databases, GIS, and other information management applications that are available and supported by NPS Resource Programs.

PREREQUISITES:
Students must: 

- Be proficient in the Windows operating system

- Be proficient in computer file management procedures

Note that this training is a full 40 hour course and participant travel will be required outside of the training week (participants that already possess intermediate MS Access and ArcView skills may report at 1:00 pm on the first day of the course).
