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INTRODUCTION

The NPSpecies Data Dictionary accompanies the desktop NPSpecies application, and describes the fields in the forms and tables of NPSpecies.  The data dictionary is specific to a version of the NPSpecies application, as the fields, labels, and tables may change from version to version.  

The data dictionary is comprised of three main parts: definitions of labels and values, table descriptions and field structures, and table relationship diagrams.

Labels are the names of fields as they are presented to the users of NPSpecies through the forms and reports.  Labels are presented to the users instead of field names for two reasons.  Field names typically have no spaces and are abbreviated for the purpose of making programming simpler for the developers of NPSpecies, so they don’t always make clear labels.  Also, a label can change without requiring a change in the field name and subsequent changes to other NPSpecies elements that relied on the field name.  The definitions of labels and values are grouped by the components of NPSpecies that they describe (i.e. Park-Species, Taxonomy, Vouchers and Observations).

The table descriptions and field structures describe the actual database structure in a table-by-table format, grouped by the data files with which they are associated: the working data file, the parks module, the taxonomic module, and the T&E module.  In addition, the table descriptions and field structures provide a cross-reference to their associated labels, as presented in the forms and reports.

The table relationship diagrams display the linkages between the various tables that make up each of the four main data files in NPSpecies: the working data file, the parks module, the taxonomic module, and the T&E module.

DEFINITIONS OF LABELS AND VALUES

Label and value definitions are grouped by park-species labels, voucher and observation labels, reference labels, taxonomic labels, T&E status labels, and park labels.  Park-species labels, voucher and observation labels, and reference labels are associated with fields in the NPSpecies working data file, where the user-entered data is stored.  Taxonomic labels, T&E status labels, and park labels are associated with each of the NPSpecies look-up modules.

The labels under each label group are in the order that they commonly appear on forms and reports.  Labels from the taxonomic module commonly appear with park-species labels, voucher and observation labels, reference labels, and T&E status labels.  T&E status labels are presented with park-species labels when user-entered park-species information is matched to the T&E status information.

TAXONOMIC LABELS

The entire taxonomic structure and naming convention of NPSpecies is derived from the ITIS  (Integrated Taxonomic Information System) database.  In fact, an efficient, usable database with the broad geographic scope of NPSpecies cannot exist without the organization of the taxonomic structure and names provided by ITIS.  The ITIS database is very large and its complexity mirrors the complexity associated with the task of organizing such highly dynamic information.  Consequently a thorough understanding of the ITIS fields and codes will aid in locating and assigning names in NPSpecies.

The ITIS information included in NPSpecies can be grouped into 2 categories: Names with authors (or authorities) and Status information.  Both are provided to assist the user in locating and assigning the "most applicable" name in NPSpecies.

	TSN (Taxonomic Serial Number)
	A unique number for every recognized "Taxonomic Unit".   A Taxonomic Unit is the name of a taxon of any rank (e.g. species, genus, family, etc. - see Rank below).  For example, 180596 is the TSN for the taxonomic unit Canis lupus which has a taxonomic rank of species, and 180595 is the TSN for the Taxonomic Unit Canis which has a taxonomic rank of genus.  There are three kinds of TSN:

	
	

	ITIS Permanent TSNs
	Numbers greater than zero.  These are records that have been added to the taxonomic module by ITIS.  These TSNs are in the master copy of the taxonomic module.

	NPS Semi-Permanent TSNs
	Numbers between –500,000 and –900,000.  These are records that have been added to the taxonomic module by the WASO office of the I&M Branch.  These TSNs are in the master copy of the taxonomic module.

	NPS Temporary TSNs
	Numbers between 0 and –499,999 or less than –900,000.  These are records that have been added by users of the NPSpecies database when they are unable to locate a name in the taxonomic module.  These TSNs are not in the master copy of the taxonomic module, but will be used as a source for the addition of NPS Semi-Permanent TSNs.

	
	

	Accepted TSN
	The TSN of the Accepted Scientific Name for the record, staying within the same rank.  Calculated by the NPS I&M Office from the synonym information provided by ITIS.
