NatureBib Version 3.01
Version 3.01 adds Holdings and Holding Locations to the list of available Custom Report fields.

Version 3.0 uses a new schema in order to be compatible with the new master online database schema. In this version, the sensitivity level for all new records will necessarily be "public". Major enhancements to this version include:     

1) The ability to view records that have been downloaded from the current master online database. New records can be added to existing downloaded records.

2) The ability to edit or delete any records that have not been downloaded from the master online database. 

3) Enhanced search capability for quick and easy record locating.

4) The USGS citation style report has been added and conforms to the USGS citing specifications for Book, Chapter, Conference, Journal, Map and Published Report workform. 

5) The ANCS+ download has been added and is designed to download publication information from NatureBib citations for upload into that application. Check with your ANCS+ contact for information as to when the publication workform revisions will be released.

Notes: Any citations that have been downloaded that have a semi-colon in a keyword or author's name will display with a ":," (colon comma combination) in place of the semi-colon. Those semi-colons should be removed online. New citations will not allow using semi-colons in keywords or author's name.
Version 2.2
Version 2.2 adds the five reports and two downloads available in the Master Oracle application.  Three of the reports follow the standards of the Chicago Manual of Style (15th edition), MLA Handbook (6th edition) and CBE Handbook (4th edition).  The fourth report is the recommended report style for the National Park Service's Monitoring Program.  The fifth report is a Custom Report that displays user selected fields in columnar format.

Next is simply an ASCII download.  The second download includes only the workforms and fields utilized by the National Library Program in ProCite.  After exporting the file into ASCII text it can be imported into ProCite eliminating duplicate data entry  for items belonging both in NatureBib and the park library's catalog.

The name of one of the tables in the back end database has been changed, making the datafiles from previous releases incompatible with the new NatureBib. To convert old datafiles so that they can be used with the new NatureBib report features, follow the instructions in the Readme.txt file.
Version 2.1

Version 2.1 has an Access 2002 (XP) front end and back end.  It should not be used with Access 2000.

Two new fields were added.  The file code refers to the listing in Director's Order #19, appendix B.  The ANCS PLUS number is for cross-referencing the ANCS PLUS catalog system.

The name field has been split into first name and last name.  Corporate authors and author unknown go into the last name field.

This application is for Access 2002 (XP) use only. It should not be used with Access 2000.

Please do not tab from the Abstract to Author field in the Journal Article and Map. If the error message shows up click "OK". This problem will be fixed in the next release.

Version 1.0
1.  In the Add New Work Form (Book, Book Chapter, Formal Report, Informal Report, Thesis, Journal Article, Map, Conference, Letter, and  Other), the Author, Title, KeyWord, ParkCode and Sensitivity fields are mandatory.

2. Topic list is under review. Please refer to NatureBIB website (http://www1.nature.nps.gov/im/apps/npbib/index.htm) for latest version.
3. In the Search Function only the first author is searchable. To view all authors please use the Browse Function. This function will be fixed in a future release.
4. Use the Tab key  to enter any field accepting multiple entries. These fields are: author,  parkcode and keyword and are designated by the gray box.
5. To search for multiple parks in Search mode select the ParkCode button for each park. The addition of ALL parks as in Browse mode will be addressed in a future release.
6. The Created Date and BIBKEY_ID fields cannot be changed and do not contain help files. Please note that this is not the Final BIBKEY_ID as that number is assigned when the citation is loaded to the Master Oracle database.
7. Browse and Search do not contain a "stop word" list so "The" will be under "t", etc. This will be addressed in a future release.
