Summary of Landscape Assessment Tools Session

· EPA scientists Don Ebert and Darius Semmens provided an overview software tools that EPA has developed for conducting landscape and watershed scale ecological assessments.  The session was attended by about 20 NPS staff.

· The ATtILA software greatly facilitates GIS-based landscape assessment, and there was considerable enthusiasm among I&M staff because the software could greatly reduce the time needed to generate maps suitable for presentation to or by superintendents, resouce managers, and other staff.  This software compliments and extends functions provided by the Alasks GIS group.

· The AGWA software is part of a larger suite of EPA models (BASINS) for conducting watershed, topographical, and hydrological analyses.  Several networks felt this would likely be useful in the future as they further develop and implement monitoring of watersheds and waterways.
