CALL SUMMARY:

 The PALMS team presented information and examples on indicators and SOPs pertaining to:
   - Delineation of the boundaries of Protected Area Centered Ecosystems (PACEs)
   - Ecosystem Type Composition
   - Landscape Connectivity
   - Phenology
   - Ecosystem productivity

· SIEN commented on the need for information on strategy (and results) for validation and accuracy assessment for all products
· SIEN requested information on relationship between Circuitscape connectivity indicator and PALMS connectivity indicator
· SIEN commented on importance of establishing confidence levels for PALMS data products; e.g., should the landscape corridor identified in the Landscape Connectivity analysis be considered in fuel treatment plans?
· SIEN requested all SOPs
· SEKI currently working on Natural Res. Cond. Assess., which may provide opportunity for incorporation of PALMS data products; draft YOSE NRCA is already complete

Proposed Formats for Final Products:
· Data and methods provided via NPS web site (SOPs, etc.)
· 'Resource Briefing' on each indicator summarizing information provided by the PALMS indicators
· 1-page 'fact sheets', with graphic and key results from briefing summaries
· Executive summary report that summarizes results across all the PALMS indicators for each park
