Call for Posters (updated March 23)
Proposals for presentations and posters are invited for the 
2010 NPS Resource Information Management Conference!
The conference will emphasize presentations that illustrate how information management tools, techniques, or procedures have helped avert or solve park natural or cultural resource management problems, aided in understanding or protecting resources, or successfully synthesized or conveyed resource information to different audiences.  
Presentations  -  Two types of presentations are available:  
· 20-minute presentation:   FULL These are held during concurrent late-morning or afternoon sessions. Based on proposals received, the organizing committee will group presentations into thematic sessions. Presentations are generally allotted 20 minutes each:  a brief introduction by a session coordinator; 15 minutes for the presentation; and 5 minutes for questions.  Preliminary session scheduling indicates approximately 20-25 presentations can be accepted.
While all presentation proposals will be considered, here are some suggested topics:
· Use of remote sensing (especially LiDAR) data for park resource management 
· Challenges and solutions in managing continuous data collection (e.g., water, weather, radio collars)
· Examples of how science data have directly affected park management decisions

· Applying climate-change data and information at a park or network level

· Melding the Natural Resource Database Template and GIS  
· Innovative solutions for collecting, managing, and distributing resource inventory data

· Successful solutions for delivering spatial data and tools to non-GIS users

· 5-minute “show-and-tell”:  FULL these are plenary sessions that consist of short, concise presentations that are limited to five slides and five minutes.  Quick highlights are provided about a project or topic, with the expectation that anyone in the audience interested in further details can meet with the presenter on an informal basis.  Preliminary scheduling indicates that approximately 30 sessions can be accepted.
Posters
A poster exhibit will run continuously from Tuesday morning (April 20) through Thursday afternoon (April 22).  Spaces will be provided for graphical presentations, computer demonstrations, or other exhibits.  Tuesday evening (April 20) is reserved for an evening poster session and social.  
How to Submit Your Proposal
Proposals should be a Word document that includes the type of presentation (20-minute, show-and-tell, or poster), title, a brief abstract (250 words or less), and contact information of the presenter or author.  See the attached form.
